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The Liaison Officer Network for Consular Protection held its ordinary meeting on June 25, 2013 in San José, Costa Rica prior to the meeting of the Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM), with participation of representatives from the following countries: Canada, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama and the United States, as well as a representative of Ecuador as an observer.
The Network submits its report to the Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM) for consideration, contained in the following items: 

1. Thank the governments of Canada, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua and United States for their reports on efforts relating to consular protection. 
2. Express thanks for the update on the Memo of Understanding for the Establishment of a Consular Protection and Humanitarian Aid Network of Central America and the Dominican Republic in the United Mexican States, and possibly in other North American countries. El Salvador, Guatemala and Nicaragua have ratified the instrument and have made the related deposit at the General Secretariat of the Central American Integration System (SICA). Furthermore, Honduras is in the process of finalizing the internal procedure and Costa Rica is in the process of consultation, both aimed at adhering to the network. Both countries agreed to provide an update on the status of the above-mentioned processes at the upcoming meeting.
3. Take note of the inputs from Nicaragua on the “Guide for Action Relating to Trafficking in Persons for Secretariats and Ministries of Foreign Affairs in Central America and Mexico”. The TS will deliver the updated document during the second half of July, for observations from all interested delegations; those should be sent before the 31st of August 2013.
4. Thank the delegate from Ecuador for the detailed presentation on the Protocol for Assistance to Shipwrecked Persons, prepared with the support of the IOM, which has been designed to help consular officers to assist victims in vulnerable situations. This protocol is an initiative within the project “Citizen Diplomacy for human development” of Ecuador.
5. El Salvador offered to reformulate the proposal for a mechanism to follow up on the agreements of this Liaison Officer Network, for consideration by all delegations. The proposal will be submitted in November 2013.
6. Thank Regional Network of Civil Organizations on Migration (RNCOM) for its presentation on advances and challenges relating to consular matters in the region. Take note of RNCOM´s desire to participate in a greater variety of topics on the agenda of RCM and welcome the strengthening of the dialogue between RCM and RNCOM.
7. Congratulate IOM for the presentation on best practices relating to reinsertion of repatriated persons in countries of the RCM region. An interest was expressed in deepening dialogue and cooperation with a focus on return and reinsertion programs for boys, girls and adolescents.
8. Thank IOM for the informative presentation about the preparations for the United Nations High-Level Dialogue on International Migration and Development and the Post-2015 Development Agenda. 
Mexico expressed interest in achieving a regional position for the High-Level Dialogue. It was noted that during the XVII RCM, it was agreed to submit the Report of the 15th Anniversary of RCM to the High-Level Dialogue. Once it has been submitted the PPT will distribute a copy of the document to all delegations. This document will be delivered before the end of June 2013.
9. Proposals for new activities:
a. El Salvador and Mexico propose to broaden the space for interaction with civil society on the RCM agenda and that a second dialogue meeting to be held with civil society next year.
b. Welcome the holding of a second workshop organized by IOM on capacity-building of consular officers regarding assistance to temporary migrant workers, sponsored by Canada, with Honduras as a potential host country.
