MEETING OF THE REGIONAL CONSULTATION GROUP ON MIGRATION (RCGM) OF THE REGIONAL CONFERENCE ON MIGRATION

San Jose, Costa Rica
25 - 26 June, 2013
The Regional Consultation Group on Migration (RCGM), at a meeting held June 25-26, 2013 in San Jose, Costa Rica, with the participation of the representatives from Belize, Canada, Costa Rica, El Salvador, the Dominican Republic, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama and the United States of America, for the consideration of Vice-ministers´ approval, made the following:

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Hold a meeting between the consuls from countries of origin, transit and destination in Washington, DC, to address extra-continental migration flows.
2. Hold a workshop on statistical information and migrant profiles on extra-continental migration flows, and consider inviting SACM.

3. Approve the Regional Guidelines for the Preliminary Identification of Profiles and Referral Mechanisms of Migrant Populations in Vulnerability Conditions.

4. Consider approval of the TS budget for 2014.

5. Exchange views on the HLD, taking into account the draft document presented by Mexico.

6. Consider approval of the proposed Protocol for the Operation of the Fund to Assist Intra-Regional Migrants in Highly Vulnerable Situations.
7. Consider granting RCM Observer status to the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC).

8. Approve holding a Regional Workshop on Policies, Practices and Recommendations for the Return, Reintegration and Integration of Migrants, to be held in San José, Costa Rica, proposed for July 30 and 31, 2013.

9. Approve holding a Forum on Unaccompanied Migrant Children, to be held in Antigua, Guatemala, in August 2013.
