Guidelines for the Dialogue of the Heads of Delegations/Vice-Ministers on the Central Theme: “Integration, Return and Social and Productive Reintegration of Migrants”
The following guidelines have been developed with the purpose of guiding and facilitating the vice-ministerial dialogue on the central theme established for the XX Regional Conference on Migration. The guidelines address the mode and dynamics of the meeting and include guiding questions. 
It should be noted that the guidelines are indicative and do not intend to limit the contributions of the Heads of Delegations of Member Countries of RCM to each discussion theme, in order to provide an opportunity to enrich the dialogue.
I. Dynamics: 
The dialogue has been divided into three segments, one for each component of the central theme, namely, integration, return and reintegration. A moderator will be designated for each segment, with a minimum of three Heads of Delegations as keynote speakers for each one. The moderator will raise the issue in general, leading to 5-7 minute initial presentations with the aim of generating core ideas to trigger the dialogue, which will be guided interactively by the moderator asking questions and making comments to promote the exchange of ideas and proposals for each segment/discussion theme based on national, sub-regional or regional experiences.

Subsequently, a space for open discussion will be provided, expecting the participation of the other participants, which include representatives from international observer organizations, special guests and the Regional Network for Civil Organizations on Migration (RNCOM), with the aim of identifying proposals and initiatives that help address and follow up on the topic within the framework of the efforts implemented by the Conference. 
II. Guiding Questions:
The guiding questions are presented as suggestions to be used by the Heads of Delegations in preparing the presentations for their preferred segment. In addition, the questions will enable the other participants to develop follow-up interventions or specific proposals to facilitate the exchange.
a. Integration
1. What are some of the successful experiences of national programmes and projects on integration of migrants that could be replicated in Member Countries of RCM? 

2. What elements should be included in the migration management schemes to facilitate the integration of migrants and their consolidation as partners for development?
3. What are the main challenges or opportunities for institutions, communities and society regarding integration of migrants?

4. What actions could be implemented at the local level to make societies more inclusive? 

5. What alliances could be established with academia, civil society and the private sector in order to achieve this? 
6. Are programmes and/or projects in place for cooperation with third countries on matters of integration?
b. Return
1. What are some of the successful experiences of national programmes and projects on return of migrants that could be replicated in Member Countries of RCM?

2. What is the scope and trend of return migration in the region?
3. What are the characteristics and the potential of returning migrants, considering that this is their initial access to services, programmes and projects to achieve their social and productive reintegration? 

4. What could be the potential areas for cooperation on matters of return of migrants, based on the principle of shared responsibility?
5. What elements should be present in voluntary return processes in the region, considering the principle of shared responsibility?
6. What are the main challenges faced by returning migrants in their countries of origin?
c. Social and Productive Reintegration
1. What are some of the successful experiences of national programmes and projects on social and productive reintegration of migrants that could be replicated in Member Countries of RCM?

2. How could policies be developed to achieve a comprehensive reintegration of returned migrants into society, regardless of the conditions of their return and guaranteeing their rights without granting them more privileges than the rest of the population?

3. What actions can be implemented to capitalize on the skills acquired by returned migrants?
4. What support and strategies are required to promote the use of these assets?  

5. What public services do governments offer to their returned migrants?
6. What challenges are governments facing to ensure that the returned migrants have access to these services?
7. How can national and local governments foster coordination mechanisms for the productive reintegration of migrants?
8. Are programmes and/or projects in place for cooperation with third countries or international organizations on matters of reintegration? 
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
